Watercolour quickly became his
preferred medium for his realistic paintings of friends and ac-
quaintances going about their daily life. *Mare and Colt” depicts
a quiet moment during the annual Upper Nicola Bands horse
roundup. Several hundred horses are moved from their back-
country range for sorting and to be checked over each October.

Two of Enda’s early abstracts are in the
permanent collection of Estonian Art in Exile in KUMU, the Na-
tional Art Museum of Estonia in Tallinn. "Beginning” is an early
morning view taken from the ferry to Swartz Bay.

5. Donna Baspaly, SFCA artists.ca/dbaspaly

Donna Baspaly’s art career spans nearly forty years. Her work has
been represented in many art galleries in BC and she has exhibit-
ed in Japan, Australia and the U.S. She has written articles and
has been published in several international magazines and eight
art books. Donna has earned many prestigious awards and is a
Senior Signature member of the FCA, as well as part of the FCA
Standards Committee. She is a popular international workshop
instructor and a sought after juror.

11. Leanne Christie, AFCA leannechristie.com

Leanne Christie masters the painting language with seductive
brush strokes and the removal of colour as a fundamental ele-
ment. Christie’s work is easily identifiable by the powerful use of
white, the myriad of greys, the vigorous brushwork which dances
B on the edge of abstraction and the exploration of the urban
® streetscape as the catalyst of culture. Christie’s daily 24km bicy-
cle commute to her Downtown Eastside studio gives her an inti-
mate kinship with the flow of the urban street.

12. Sandra Donohue, AFCA

Sandra Donohue, a weaver since 1975, began painting in 1997.
Mainly self-taught, she intensively explored watercolours before
adding acrylics, pastels and oils to her repertoire. Light has al-
ways been the focus of the subjects she paints, from flowers she
grows in her garden, still life, landscapes, or the figure. Trans-
forming the ordinary into the extraordinary is one of Sandra’s
main goals. The flower featured in “Back Yard Blooms”, is a large,
robust iris names “Brazilian Holiday".

13. Karel Doruyter, AFCA studiokd.ca

Karel Doruyter spent much of his life at, or near, some coast line,
each with its own unique character. Karel has painted the isolated
rocky shores of western Tasmania, the inhospitable inlets of Tier-
ra del Fuego, the lush beaches of Hawaii and Mexico and of
course the unique coast line of Canada. The one thing one sel-
dom sees is a flat calm ocean reflecting the orange glow of the
setting sun. It is a moment that is unbelievably still with nothing
stirring and lasting for what seems forever

14. Allan Dunfield, SFCA allandunfield.com

Allan Dunfield's work is largely inspired by the geography of the
West Coast. Feeding his passion for wide-open spaces, he paints
treasures accessible to those who know how to "feel" the earth,
sea and trees. His landscapes are filled with light that beckons the
viewer to step in for a walk. "Resting on the Rocks” was inspired
while Allan was resting on the rocks with all the birds enjoying
the beauty of the West Coast, Vancouver Island.

15. Colleen J Dyson, AFCA colleenjdyson.com

Colleen J Dyson was born and raised in the heart of the Okanagan
Valley which offered many areas of inspiration. Obsessed with
light and colour, Colleen uses a black canvas technique, which
adds drama to her paintings and is a good way to exaggerate the
flow of dark to light. Colleen holds memberships in several art
organizations, and heads up a local art group. Her work can be
found in numerous private and corporate collections in Canada
and worldwide and has been featured in a variety of publications.



16. Leslie Gregory-Morgan, SFCA lesliegregory.ca

Leslie Gregory-Morgan was born in France but grew up and spent
most of her life in London, Ont. After receiving her Bachelor of
Fine Arts, Leslie spent the next 30 years raising a family and
working in photography. In 2004, she moved to rural Qualicum
Beach, B.C., where she set up her studio and began to paint full
time. Leslie was inspired to create “Lone Piper”, after attending
the Scottish Royal Military Tattoo at Edinburgh Castle. The piece
is a continuation of Leslie’s work with plaster on hardwood panel.

17. Lynne A Grillmair, AFCA lynnegrillmair.ca

Lynne Grillmair grew up in the Fraser Valley, BC and graduated
from UBC in 1965 with a bachelor's degree in Art History. For 20
years she managed a remote back country lodge. Lynne started
painting full time in 1996. “Cross Currents” is an example of her
abstract, experimental work. By placing various torn pieces of foil
and paper on canvas, consciously contrasting opaque/
transparent, shiny/dull, and cool/warm passages, dynamic ener-
gies occur between the vertical partitions.

18. Perry Haddock, SFCA perryhaddock.com

Born in California and raised in Vancouver, Perry Haddock spent a
long career as a high-school teacher and counsellor. He retired in
2003, at which point his inner creative self suddenly exploded
with colour and a passion for stretched canvas. Since that time,
Perry has become a popular and respected landscape artist, best
known for his colourful, impressionistic renditions of Western
Canadian scenes, of which "Driftwood Stew” is a good example.

19. Kathy Hildebrandt, AFCA kathyhildebrandt.com

Kathy Hildebrandt is a full time artist from Calgary, AB. She is a
signature member of the FCA, the Alberta Society of Artists, the
Society of Canadian Artists, Pastel Artists Canada, the Interna-
tional Guild of Realism and the Pastel Society of America. Kathy
is also-a Master Pastellist of Pastel Artists Canada and a Master
Circle member of the International Association of Pastel Socie-
ties. She is the First VP of the FCA and the Pastel Artists CA.

Mark Hobson has lived and painted in Tofino, B.C. for over 30
years. He was drawn to the outer coast by the dramatic beauty

' and variety of the landscape. Mark is best known for his use of

Don Hodgins is an Associate Signature member of the FCA and
an executive member of the Salt Spring Island Painters’ Guild.
The Ruckle farm was one of the earliest settlements on Salt
Spring Island. Today it is a Provincial Park with the unique feature
of having a working farm embedded within its boundaries. This
barn is one of several dotted around the farm, where one may
encounter sheep and turkeys while plein air painting.

22. Jeanette Jarville, AFCA jeanettejarville.com

Jeanette Jarville is an award winning professional artist working
in her own distinctive style; strong, sensual, colourful, semi-
abstract oil and acrylic paintings, luminescent reverse paintings
on glass, sculpture, installation and public art. She has a Bache-
lor's degree in Fine Art from Emily Carr University, attended art
school in Berlin, Germany and has been oil painting since the age
of 11. Her work is shown in galleries in Canada and the USA and is
in collections throughout the world.
